TUITION POLICY & GUIDELINES 
AIMS 
To enhance the confidence, communication skills and performance rigour of pupils regardless of gender, ethnicity, ability or financial hardship. 

To provide pupils with a broader appreciation of theatre skills and history by participating in performance focused preparation for examination or extra-curricular activities (examinations are optional). 

CONTEXT
LAMDA, The London Academy of Music and Dramatic Art, is one of the United Kingdom’s oldest Drama schools. Founded in 1861 as a centre of excellence LAMDA has provided the world with many of its best known actors, presenters and announcers for radio, television and film.  LAMDA offers qualifications that indicate a candidate’s level of rigour and discipline in their chosen art form. 

We would like to offer this additional Drama tuition for pupils to hone their skills in a way which can extend beyond both GCSE and A level and prepare pupils in a very real way for the challenges of University and/or Drama School. 

	1. 
	Lessons 
Lessons will be one hour long and pupils will be taught in small peer groups timetabled on a rota basis to minimise disruption to the mainstream curriculum.  Lessons for Year 10 and Year 11 pupils are timetabled after school, to avoid disruption to GCSE classes.  



	2. 
	Charges 
Current charges are available from the School.  Parents are invoiced at the beginning of each term.  Prompt payment is required. 

One additional request for payment will be sent after which lessons will cease for that pupil and their place re-allocated if payment is not forthcoming within seven days. 

Refunds will not be made unless, in exceptional circumstances, there is long-term staff absence.  Each case will be examined individually. 

If the lesson falls during a school closure day for staff training or when the school closes early for Parents’ consultations with staff, the lesson will still be available.  PARENTS should notify the School if their child will not require the lesson because of domestic circumstances. 


	3. 
	Termination 

Refunds will not be available for parents who terminate lessons in the middle of a term. 

Parents terminating these arrangements must do so by writing formally to the Head of Drama, giving at least half a term’s notice. 


	4. 
	Hardship 
No pupil should be disadvantaged through financial hardship.  Parents are invited to contact the Head of Drama confidentially and the School will seek financial support if appropriate. 



	5. 
	Pupil Commitment 

Pupils are expected to take responsibility for arriving at their lessons on time.  Timetables are clearly displayed in the Drama Department and pupils must check these regularly for any changes that may have to be made. 

An essential part of the LAMDA process is the learning of selected scripts.  Those scripts must be agreed with the LAMDA tutor and Head of Drama.  Pupils will be expected to learn the scripts at home in order that lessons at school can focus on aspects of style and delivery.

If appropriate, pupils are expected to take part in public performances arranged by the School. 



	6. 
	Examinations 

The structure of examinations is very similar to a musician’s graded examinations and as such offers the very valuable kudos of having UCAS points [Universities & Colleges Admissions Service] attached to the higher levels of achievement.

It is not compulsory for pupils to sit for Graded Examinations and pupils will be encouraged to enjoy their LAMDA lessons for the sheer enjoyment of the challenge and progression.

Where pupils and parents wish to enter the examinations – in December or May according to the advice of the tutor, the School can assist parents and pupils in making private arrangements for examination entry.  Generally application for examination is made and paid for [on a sliding cost scale] two months ahead of the examination date[s]. 


	7. 
	Feedback for Parents 

The LAMDA examination process allows for detailed follow up notes for parents and learners.  Parents may also receive feedback from the School’s LAMDA tutor.
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
